EV Main PA Speaker Cabinets(2) (On Stilt stand)
EV Sub Woofer Bass Cabinets (2) (On Stilt stands)
Monitors (6) (4 floor and 2 mounted on stilts)

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Keyboards (2) + 1 Keyboard Amp

Guitar Amps (2 - not large, no stacks)

Bass Amp (1) (stack w/head)

Drum Set (8 piece kit+ & throne)

Lap Steel (on flat stand)

Stage Setup:

Focal Point has its own PA system and lighting system for small venues and parties. Typically,
our stage setup takes a little over two hours (or more depending on the environment) including
our initial sound check. Focal Point suggess 2 individual 20 AMP circuits to handle the load.
Note: While we are a seven piece band and can take quite a bit of stage real-estate, not to
worry as we have played in smaller venues and we know how to adapt to smaller stages.
